· Open Melanocytic.owl domain

· Add slide APX_201.tif from the skin folder to case
· Import report “AP_201 report” to case
· Process report
· Make sure the following diagnoses were added: in-situ and invasive melanoma, and intradermal melanocytic nevus. If not, add them

· Populate the list of findings by inferring relevant concepts
· Assign in-situ and invasive melanoma to Part 1
· Create Part 2 and assign intradermal melanocytic nevus to Part 2

· Draw shape and arrow annotations for ulceration (does not have to be accurate)

· Draw shape and arrow annotations for atypical melanocytes infiltrate reticular dermis (does not have to be accurate)

· Create the following tags: “ulceration”, “melanocytes reticular dermis”, “everything”
· Add shapes and arrows that you drew for ulceration and atypical melanocytes to their respective tags
· Add duplicates of all shapes and arrows drawn to the “everything” tag

Diagnosis Builder Tab

· Add diseases COMPOUND MELANOCYTIC NEVUS, JUNCTIONAL MELANOCYTIC NEVUS, and INTRADERMAL MELANOCYTIC NEVUS
· Create diagnostic rules as follows:

· Compound nevus: lentiginous proliferation of melanocytes or nests of melanocytes in epidermis; single melanocytes in dermis or nests of melanocytes in dermis; no atypical melanocytes
· Junctional nevus: no atypical melanocytes; lentiginous proliferation of melanocytes or nests of melanocytes in epidermis; no single melanocytes in dermis; no nests of melanocytes in dermis
· Intradermal nevus: single melanocytes in dermis or nests of melanocytes in dermis; no lentiginous proliferation of melanocytes; no nests of melanocytes in epidermis; no atypical melanocytes
· Use a feature of the system to compare the similarities and differences of findings across these diseases
